The book focuses on the story of Jessie, a woman living a conventional life. When Jessie is summoned home to Egret Island, 
just off the coast of South Carolina to cope with her eccentric mother’s seemingly inexplicable act of violence, she is living 
a traditional and comfortable life with her husband, Hugh.   Jessie loves Hugh, but once back home on the Island she finds 
herself drawn to Brother Thomas, a monk who is soon to take his final vows. 

Although the book discussions are informal, Sister Margaret Kavanagh and Dr. Lillian Bozak‐Deleo, Directors of the Siena 
Women’s Center will serve as moderators for the evening.
